A bursary is a monetary grant that is given to a student based on financial need. 

Amount: 
Two bursaries of one thousand ($1000) dollars each will be granted to students who will be entering first year full time Post-Secondary Education. 

Criteria and Guidelines: 
1. The applicant must be a practicing Catholic. 
2. Applicant’s mother/legal guardian/grandmother must be a member in good standing of her parish council located in the Vancouver Archdiocese at least one year prior to the application in order to be eligible. EXCEPTION: Where a mother/legal guardian/grandmother is not a member of the CWL of the Vancouver Archdiocese, the student applicant must have been a CWL member in good standing at least one year prior to the application. 
3. A submitted application must be accompanied by a personal letter of no more than 400 words prepared in the applicant’s own words, containing the following:

Applications must be received or post-marked by April 3rd 2026 by the Service Chairperson, Vancouver Diocesan Council of The Catholic Women’s League of Canada.
Successful Bursary recipients will be contacted by email with instructions on how to claim the bursary award.
